Tom:

You saw Doug Pigott’s recent email stating that there had been no
legislative developments.

The proposed legislation provides, among other things, that a
municipality may prohibit the operation of provisioning centers and
provides that a municipality may enact an ordinance to impose or enforce
additional local requirements on provisioning centers and may require
and issue a registration or license to a provisioning center. A medical
marijuana provisioning center is a commercial entity that acquires,
possesses, manufactures, delivers, transfers or transports medical
marijuana and sells, supplies, etc. medical marijuana to qualifying
patients directly or through patients' registered primary care givers.

Doug Pigott questioned whether there was any good reason for Flint and
Burton to allow provisioning centers and did not even think we needed a
moratorium. Doug believes that we do not need to allow these
provisioning centers and, of course, the proposed state legislation
indicates that the whole issue is in a state of flux and indecision.
